Soon after God started a 
chain of events that led Harold 
and his family to make the 
decision that Brazil was the field 
He had for them   It is hard to say 
exactly “why Brazil” , because it is 
a combination of so many events.  
God has confirmed in His word, 
through the people in Brazil, 
through the leadership of his 
church and through a missionary 
in Brazil that has asked for them 
to come be a part of this work.  
God has prepared Harold and 
Tammy for this day and they are 
excited and totally secure in their 
decision to trust God in this move.

Blake and Angie and there three sons ( Israel-Baruc, Heber-Isai, Juda-Eliu)  

crossed the border to minister in Mexico in June 1999 
 

50% of Mexico’s population is youth, and is in desperate need of God.  There is a large number of 
teenagers that commit suicide.  There is a lot of corruption, kidnapping and robbery in Mexico.  A 
recent team from Ocala, Fl, visited the Andersons and experienced…not only did they see fruit in 
the street as they went witnessing, but they also had fruit among them as some of the teams that 
went made decisions to receive Christ shortly after they arrived.  The Sunday after team from Ocala 
arrived, four people received Christ, including a man that the Andersons have known for the past 
five years.  It was a week of blessings for everyone who participated in that mission trip.  The teens 
from Mexico City were especially touched by that week of evangelism and intercultural exchange.  
They took the opportunity to praise the Lord and have a time of testimony; reflecting on what the 
Lord has done among them.  “Nothing can compare to seeing the Lord work in people’s lives to 
renew one’s commitment to the ministry.  We have seen a marked difference in the youth group 
between those teens who want to go forward with God and those who have gone by the wayside.  
It is sad to see kids who have tasted blessing in the ministry just drop out because of a bad attitude,  
but all that sadness has been overshadowed by those who want to do what is right.”
