We give some of our time each week to serve others, 
whether it be our children, or through a ministry in the 
church. 
 
Parents are you involved in some area of ministry at 
HBF?  Have you completed Discipleship 1, in order to 
afford you some opportunity to involve yourself in an 
HBF ministry? 
 
The children of the kingdom Kids at HBF are a 
wonderful bunch of youngsters and God has trusted 
them to our care.  First and foremost your care (the 
parents) but also ours as the staff at HBF.   
 
As the teachers of the Kingdom Kids from time to time 
teach & speak on Biblical giving; it is most important 
that they see you, Mom and Dad giving your time as 
God lays on your heart to teach them, biblical scripture, 
first at home and then here at HBF. 

In the 2005 Mission Statement for Kingdom Kids;  
I referred to a couple of passages from  
Deuteronomy 6:6-7, 18 
 
(6) And these words, which I command thee this day 
shall be in thine heart: 
(7) And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, 
and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, 
and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest 
down, and when thou riseth up. 
(18) And thou shalt do that which is right and good in the 
sight of the Lord: that it may be well with thee, and that 
thou mayest go in and possess the good land which the 
Lord sware unto thy Fathers. 
 
If you choose to speak to your children about Biblical 
giving, start out by showing them how you give time each 
week to the Lord.  It doesn’t matter if that time is at HBF 
or not, just as long as it is something the child can see or 
hear you do. Ultimately however you should be involved 
here at HBF.  When it comes to finances and giving, refer 
back to Genesis 14 and Hebrews 7 and talk about 
Abraham’s tithe to Melchisedec.

Why do we tithe? 
  

…..and what does this mean? 
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On our last mission’s trip to Brazil, we had the opportunity share the importance of discipleship to equip the saints to accomplish God’s mission.  
After one of our meetings, a national pastor made a comment about not understanding the importance of discipleship.  He stated that Brazil is a 
3rd world country and cannot afford to send missionaries out around the world.  I don’t know if he fully understood the depth of what he was 
saying, but basically his statement said the Great Commissions is not meant for us, because we cannot afford it.  
 
This statement is not true, regardless of the size of a church or how rich it is.  The truth is, a church will not realize fullness of God’s blessing until 
they are committed to, and participating in, the Great Commission.  Since our return, I’ve thought a lot about his comment and reached an 
understanding that this will be a big part of my focus; helping  national pastors to see that the Great Commission is for the church, even the poor 
churches in Brazil.     
 
Recently, the comment this pastor made and my thoughts about it being a focus of mine once I get on the field, became even more of a reality 
when I was reading a paper written by Jeff Adam’s, senior pastor at KCBT.  Jeff was addressing a group of interdenominational pastors at a 
world mission conference in Venezuela, regarding the need for pastors in Latin America to lift up the banner of missions on a worldwide scale.  
He states that it is a common problem throughout Latin America that they believe they cannot raise the support needed to send out missionaries.  
Obviously finances are important, however, if God has given us a commission, He will also provide what is needed to carry out the mission.  Jeff 
goes on to say that the problem is not a lack of resources, but a lack of faith.   
 
I share this with you because it is an important matter of prayer.  As you pray for our missionary endeavors, don’t limit your focus to just us going 
to Brazil.  There are many people groups and countries around the world that have never heard the gospel; or that do not have the opportunity or 
freedom that we have here in the United States to come to the knowledge of Jesus’ saving grace.  We need to make Matthew 9:37-38 our focus 
in prayer: 

Then saith he unto his disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the   
labourers are few; Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, 

 that he will send forth labourers into his harvest. 
 
We need to pray as we are commanded.  So pray that the churches and national pastors in Brazil understand the need to participate in Missions.  
Pray that all churches, whether here in the US, or in Brazil, or in other countries around the world, understand the need to fulfill the commission 
that God has given to us.  No church can experience God’s blessing until they fully come to this understanding and embrace world missions.
